Preparation:
Print and cut out the following pictures.
milk bottle, bonnet, mittens, pacifier, diaper etc.
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Give each students a small Bible and allow then to hold it for the action songs.
Tell the students that the book they are holding is a BIBLE, a Word of God. God gave
this book to us so we should hold this with care, read and love it.

Pre-Session Activity:

Did you kids that this Bible have many stories? And today, I will tell you a story from this
book but before that, kindly open your Bible and find a picture inside it (insert a printed
picture of baby Jesus before the class).

Teacher: Very good! you found Baby! I will show you some pictures.
Allow them to sort the colors according to its color (yellow, red and blue).

Name the items to the kids. And ask them "Who use these things?" That’s right., that’s for
babies. Did you know that when you were a baby, you also use those things (diapers,
mittens, bonnets, onesies, bottled milk and pacifier).

Bible Story:

And like us, Jesus also became a baby too. Jesus was sent to from Heaven to Earth as a
baby boy. He was born in Bethlehem to parents Mary and Joseph. Jesus grew up, just like
a normal boy or girl would. The Bible says that Jesus grew "in wisdom, in stature, and in
favor with God and man" (Luke 2:52). He spent many hours in the Temple(at present,
church), learning about His heavenly Father, God.



Life Application:

Jesus is our example. He shows you what you should be like as a child. God wants you
to grow just like Jesus. Growing in wisdom (Jesus learned like you because he carefully
listened to His teachers, Heknow the difference between right and wrong. He can
